of field experience at BAE.  He is being petitioned to act as an adjunct faculty for two 
courses in the BAE Leadership Development Programs.  State education policy requires 
either a terminal degree or significant relevant experience to teach a course at the 
graduate level.  Brian Sehn is being petitioned under the “significant relevant experience” 
requirement to be allowed to teach the Watson 592 and 593 courses for three years in 
the BAE Leadership Development Programs.  It was noted by Hiroki Sayama, Chair of 
the Watson Graduate Studies Committee; Vladimir Nikulin; and Junghyun Cho that this 
instructor is specific to the Watson/BAE Masters of Engineering Program and the 
students being taught are all BAE employees.  In addition, due to the proprietary 
information being taught, the classes are held on-site at BAE.
